English

Reading: The children are READING

day (a minimum of three b
times a week). Please sign
your child’s Reading Record when this
happens.

Handwriting: Children are encouraged to
write in cursive joined handwriting at all
times to enable them to meet the expected
standard for the end of year 6.

Writing: In all forms of
writing, the children will
be encouraged to
consider content,
spelling, layout,
presentation and
handwriting carefully. Children will be
consolidating and extending their spelling
and grammar knowledge and writing in a
range of registers including narrative,
formal and informal reports and persuasive
writing.

Maths

During this term, Year 6 will be covering a
range of topics; Decimals and place value,
multiplying and dividing decimals, and
various measurement consolidation.

To improve your child’s confidence, they
will benefit from home practise of:

e  Knowing their times tables and
division facts up to 12 x 12 with speed
and fluency including division facts.

e  Using place value understanding to
apply their times tables knowledge in
written methods.

e Solving a broad range of reasoning
questions

Science

This half term, the children
will be learning about light.
The children will investigate
how light travels, how
shadows form and whether or
not light is able to bend.
After half term, our topic will be ‘animals
including humans’ where children will use
comparing and contrasting techniques.

Children will be looking at the technique
of Chiaroscuro.

Spanish
We will be learning all about ‘Los

Planetas’ — the planets in our solar
system.
