Emails

Thank you for your patience with emails from school going into your spam folders.
We have been in contact with Arbor over the last few weeks as this was an issue due
to an update they did. We have been informed that the issue should now be
resolved and that you should be receiving emails in your inbox. We do suggest you
still check your spam/junk folder in case you have missed any emails sent previously.

Gates open at 2.45pm

We are sending this reminder again, that the school gates do not open until 2.45pm for after
school pick up. Please can we request again that parents do not queue up outside the gates
before this time. The main gates is the only entrance for any emergency services to enter the
school and by parents queuing up and blocking the gates from both side, they are preventing
them from entering the school if they are needed. The school are also receiving complaints
about Elm Drive being blocked as cars are queuing up to enter the school. The first set of
classroom doors open at 3.10pm and we are giving parents 25 minutes to arrive and park up
by opening the gates at 2.45pm. This is plentiful time to then go and pick up your child.
Please can all parents and carers not arrive at the school until 2.45pm and support us in
keeping our children safe by not having the gates open longer than we need to and to ensure
that the road outside of school is kept safe and clear. Once again, we thank you for your co-
operation in this matter.
